Local Public Consultation Decision  

 

I’m writing to confirm that we’ve proceeded with the re-opening of the above branch at 

Lllovely, 11 Cheshire Street, Audlem, Crewe, CW3 0AH, where it commenced operating as 

one of our new local style Post Office branches on Monday 4 December 2017. 

 

We received 5 individual responses from customers during the local public consultation 

period. The feedback welcomed the restoration of Post Office services in Audlem and the 

ease of access to the new location.  

 

I have carried out a final review of our original proposal and the feedback received during 

the local public consultation period.  I was pleased to learn of the positive feedback about 

the move and we are delighted that this branch is part of the modernisation plans for our 

network, offering Post Office services that will meet customer needs whilst helping to 

provide long term viability and future sustainability.  We already have over 3700 branches 

offering Post Office services in this new way and customer and operator feedback has been 

very encouraging. 

We recognise that the Post Office plays an important part in the lives of customers and we 

want to make our services as accessible as possible.  The new premises are sited within a 

courtyard with a car park opposite.  Inside, the new branch is in line with Post Office 

specifications, making sure there is sufficient space for the new style local Post Office to 

operate alongside the retail offer.  We have been working closely with the new operator on 

the internal layout to ensure there is there is clear access into and within the premises and 

customers have space to move around and access Post Office services without difficulty.  

Staff have been trained in Post Office transactions and staffing levels will be aligned to meet 

customer demand.  We have also been working closely with the new operator to make sure 

an appropriate level of privacy is provided for Post Office customers and that staff are fully 

aware of the need to respect customer confidentiality.  Similarly with security, as with any 

other branch in our network there are strict guidelines and measures put in place to 

safeguard customers, staff and the cash and stock entrusted to the operator’s care. 

The new local style Post Office is being operated from a Post Office serving point located at 

the shop counter, enabling customers to carry out a wide range of Post Office products and 

services alongside retail transactions. Full details of the new branch are provided at the end 

of this letter together with a list of the products and services which are available. 

 

The new branch opened at, Lllovely, 11 Cheshire Street on Monday 4 December 2017.
