Local Public Consultation Decision  

 

I’m writing to confirm that we will be proceeding with our proposal to move the above Post 

Office branch to Spar store, 44 – 48 Llangewydd Road, Bridgend, CF31 4JR, where it will 

operate as one of our new local style Post Office branches. 

 

We have received 7 individual responses from customers and a local representative during 

the local public consultation period.  Some respondents were in support of the proposal as it 

will enable us to offer extended opening hours, however, some feedback expressed 

concerns about the parking facilities and space at the proposed premises and the 

withdrawal of paper based transactions such as paper bills and payment by cheques.  This 

feedback helped me to understand customers’ concerns and was taken into account before 

finalising our plans. 

 

We are very aware of the importance a Post Office branch has in the lives of customers, 

particularly to elderly and disabled customers and our goal is to do everything we can to 

make Post Office services as accessible as possible for customers.  I can confirm that before 

the new Post Office branch opens our operator will be making adjustments to facilitate 

access for customers.  The new premises will have an automatic door and a ramp to allow 

easier access. 

The design of the new branch will be in line with our agreed specifications, ensuring 

there is sufficient space to incorporate the new style local Post Office alongside the 

retail offer.  We will be working closely with our new operator in the internal layout of 

the branch to make sure there is adequate room for customers and that an 

appropriate level of privacy is provided at the Post Office till point, which will be open 

plan and located on the shop counter.  Although the local style format is a more 

modern way of offering Post Office services, it in no way compromises the professional 

service standards that we aim to provide at all of our branches.  

The local format is designed around following simple processes for handling 

transactions that are to be as straightforward and quick as possible.  This helps to 

minimise queues and provide an efficient and speedy service.  I’m pleased to confirm 

that following the move of the branch customers will be able to carry out enveloped 

bank cheque deposits for our partner banks. However a small number of transactions 

that are more time consuming, complex or paper based won’t be available at the new 

branch.  I can confirm that these services will still be available at Bryntirion Post 

Office (full details of this branch are provided on the enclosed information sheet).   

While I have considered the concerns raised about parking in the area surrounding the 

new location, it is fair to say that this is a problem faced generally in many locations 

nationwide.  As I am sure you will understand the availability of parking spaces is outside 

the direct control of Post Office Limited.  However I have conducted a further review of 

parking and I can confirm there is roadside parking in the area surrounding the new 

location.  I am therefore satisfied that parking at the proposed new branch will continue to 

meet the needs of customers using the Post Office.   

 

 



 

 

I have carefully considered my original proposal and the feedback received during the public 

consultation period.  I am confident that the new branch is suitably located and that this new way 

of offering Post Office services will meet customer needs, whilst helping to provide future 

sustainability for the branch.   

 

To restore Postoffice services as quickly as possible the new branch will open, at Spar store, 44 – 

48 Llangewydd Road, at 13:00 on Wednesday 11 April 2018.  In line with our Code of Practice we 

aim to give four week notice of this type of change and apologise that we have not done so on this 

occasion. If there are any unforeseen schedule changes which mean these dates change, posters 

will be displayed in branch to let customers know.
